Increasing Rankings - Other Tips

Quality and Compelling Content
Use Good Link Text:
BAD: click here to see my portfolio from last year
GOOD: see my portfolio from last year
Encourage others to link to you
Use Meta Description tags to draw people in to your site
Use ALT tags with key words for your images
Purchase your domain for a few years out
Bold important words in a paragraph



Increasing Search Engine Rankings - 
Off Page Factors

Linking Site's Popularity Matters
Number of links of linking site not helpful
Relavance of linking site very important
Anchor text of linking site significant
Age of your domain name, and when it will expire matters
Rate of new inbound links also a factor

 
The key is to build relevance and become popular 



Increasing Search Engine Rankings - 
How To Build Links

Begin by asking friends that have websites to write a little 
about you
Use free directory submissions
http://www.dmoz.org
http://www.quiltprofessionals.com/directory.htm
http://www.usa-quilts.com/
Google "Quilting Directory" "Quilt Store Directory", etc.
Use paid directory submissions
http://dir.yahoo.com/
Find Similar Websites and ask if they would be willing to 
exchange links
Create "Link Bait" (something of perceived value for free 
products, game, etc.) 
Danemco launched Quiltvertiser to aid with link building
